U-11 Age Group

NO player shall be registered who was born on or after August 1, 1998.  All WAGS U-11 teams must have a minimum of seven (7) players born August 1, 1996 through July 31, 1997. 

U-10 Age Group

NO player shall be registered who was born on or after August 1, 1999.  All WAGS U-10 teams may have no more than two (2) under-aged players.

U-9 Age Group

NO player shall be registered who was born on or after August 1, 2000.  All WAGS U-9 teams may have no more than two (2) under-aged players

D.  REGISTRATION  - 

3.f.  Player Eligibility and Team Composition 

ADD:  Club Pass System – Process that allows a player to play up in age group and/or up in competitive level within the same club.  The main objective of the club pass system is to allow coaches to move players freely within their own club, based on player development needs and specific team needs.  

Players can only play in the same age group at a higher division of play or in an older age group at the same or higher division of play.  Players can only play for one team per day.

Use of Club Pass System is permitted U-9/U-11 age groups (Amended by WAGS BOD).

3.  Player Eligibility and Team Composition

f.   ADD:  Club Pass System – Process that allows a player to play up in age group and/or up in competitive level within the same club.  The main objective of the club pass system is to allow coaches to move players freely within their own club, based on player development needs and specific team needs.

In Maryland, the players shall be identified as multiple-rostered players. 

Players can only play in the same age group at a higher division of play or in an older age group at the same or higher division of play.  Players can only play for one team per day.

Use of Club Pass System is permitted in the U-9/U-11 age groups (Amended by the WAGS BOD).

D. REGISTRATION - 
2. b.  ADD:  This does not apply to U-09/U-11 teams.

Change to Read:   A MSYSA WAGS Roster may not contain more than five (5) multiple-rostered (secondary) players.  WAGS only allows five (5) previously rostered players. ADD:  Recommendation for Fouls and Misconduct  Approved as written – SYA opposed
In the U-9 and U-10 age groups, no caution or send off shall be issued to players.  If a child is being too rambunctious, then the game official will ask the coach to make a substitution of that player to give the child a chance to calm down before returning to play.
