MINUTES OF WAGS AGM

Kathie Diapoulis called the meeting to order at 7:00pm and roll call was taken.
VYSA Head Registrar  - Lisa Wilson stated that the 2007-2008 data base is not up yet.  The data base will not permit teams to submit the roster unless they have 3 carded adults listed on the roster.
MSYSA Head Registrar -  Jill passed out player passes to all MD clubs.  The ADG data bas is now migrating teams forward.  It is up and running for the 2007-2008 season.  Teams must contact their club for any questions they may have.

Secretary – Pat stated that four (4) clubs apply for entry into WAGS.  The committee approved one of them and the other club (PAC) will be making their presentation tonight.    The club that the committee brought to the membership is LUYAA (Linganore Urbana AA).
VP Maryland  -  Bill attended the MSYSA AGM.  Ben Neil was reelected as President.  MSYSA adopted small sided play for U-11 beginning in the Fall 2007 season and small sided for U-12 in the Fall 2008 season. All MSYSA coaches are to have an E License.  
R&D Director –  Lula asked that all team officials are clear on the policies and procedures.  Teams who send in the Referee Evaluation Cards are sent to Scott Miller (VA) for review.    Lula reminded the club reps that all protests are to be submitted within 48 hours with the protest fee.  Failure to follow procedures will result in the protest not being considered. 
WAGS Administrator -  Robin reviewed the following with the Membership. The division structure forms are due into WAGS on June 18th. The procedures on how to enter a new team are as follows:
· Must add as a new team – computer will give an “A” number

· Robin will change it to the “W” number.

· Must use your pin number given to your by the club rep for tryout ads and updating   contact information.  
· Move teams from the right column to the left for fall season.

· The U-13 wait list opened today, June 15th.  The draw will be in Lusby, MD on July 2nd . If  the clubs do not have their application into the WAGS office by June 27th the club reps must email Sue Spindler and give the name of the team so that they may be  entered into the drawing on July 2nd.        

STAR Program- any questions regarding the STAR Program are to be directed to the STAR Administrator, John Davis at STAR@refsoccer.net.  

The referees must use the STAR’s if they are available at the field.  They cannot refuse to use them in the U-12/U-14 age group.

Tryout Ads – Over 280 tryout ads have been posted since May 28th.  If the teams submit the ads incorrectly, they are not posted nor are they notified that they submitted them incorrectly.

Because teams are just forming and most teams have not selected their TSL Representative for the Fall season, the TSL Forms are not due into the WAGS office until the middle of July.  The forms are to be sent in by the club rep as a whole.  Individual teams are not to sent the forms in separately.

Administrative Assistant -  Sue reviewed the number of tryout ads that she has received.  If ads are not submitted correctly, the ad will be deleted and the teams will not be notified.  Teams must read the tryout web site for complete details.
President Report  - Kathie reviewed important deadlines.
