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New Club Entry
1. The New Club Entry Committee shall consist of a Chairperson and a standing committee of six members. These members will be split, evenly if possible, among the Maryland, Northern VA and DC clubs that are already members of WAGS.
2. The purpose of the New Club Entry Committee is to evaluate New Club entries into WAGS.  The application guidelines are below:
A. Complete WAGS New Club Entry form application (located on WAGS web site (www.wagsl.com) 
B. Submit completed forms to WAGS league administrator at :

C. Entry forms must be received at the WAGS office by November 1st or April 1st for WAGS New Club Entry committee action by the following January or June Club Representatives meetings with the actual dates to be set by the WAGS President.

3. The league administrator will forward packets for consideration by the New Club Entry Committee.  The New Club Entry Committee will host a meeting allowing for the New Club to present their case. A minimum of four (4) members must be present at any New Club presentation. Chairperson shall vote only in case of a tie.  After reaching a decision on their recommendation which will be determined by majority vote of the committee members present, the Chairperson or his/her delegate shall present their recommendation to the general membership meeting of the Club Representatives in January or June respectively. 
4. The Committee will use the following criteria to develop their recommendation: 
Criteria for New WAGS Clubs    

A. Clubs are founded in a (general) geographic area, and represent the opportunity for the children of that community to enhance their skills through the highest level competition.  New Clubs should not duplicate what is already offered unless the surrounding club(s) have reached their maximum capacity of team entry in WAGS.
B. The interests of WAGS clubs should be considered over any new clubs.

C. Applicants must demonstrate that it is capable of obtaining field space sufficient to meet WAGS requirements.

D. Proof of an available referee pool must be provided.
E. New Clubs should strive to form a relationship with a recreational league structure to help provide a foundation for growth. The number of teams ready to enter WAGS should be considered.
