WAGS Spring 2010 Forms
WAGS Division Structure Request Form: Those wishing to make a formal request for Division Structure 

MUST use this form.  All Division Structure Request forms must be in the WAGS League Office on or 
before Wednesday, January 6, including Provisional Rosters.    Any requests received after this date will 
NOT be considered.  Please remember that this is a REQUEST form. Final division structure is determined by the WAGS Board of Directors.
WAGS Spring 2010 Calendar:   It is on our web site. Please review and mark the important dates on your    calendar.
WAGS Scheduling Request Form: If your team has a specific scheduling request you MUST use this form.  Please poll your parents and players for potential conflicts.  All Scheduling Request Forms must be electronically filled out on-line on or before Tuesday, February 9 in order for the request to be honored.
a. .  Requests: WAGS will permit all teams to request one (1) Saturday and one (1) Sunday request. It is imperative that the team manager polls the players for any conflicts regarding religious functions/holidays, parties, school functions, school holidays, etc. 
b.   SAT/PSAT/ACT Testing:  Games for U-16 through U-19 on SAT Testing dates will begin 3:00pm or after. On PSAT Testing Dates, U-15 and U-16 games will begin at 2:00pm or after. On ACT Testing Dates, U17-U19 games will begin at 3:00pm or after.
If you are submitting a coaching conflict, BOTH teams must submit the form in order for the request to be honored. Any requests received after this date will NOT be considered. WAGS would also suggest printing a copy for future reference if needed.  ONLY ONE REQUEST WILL BE HONORED!! 
Please note that both WAGS and NCSL will only attempt to match-up two (2) of your teams - regardless of league affiliation.   In addition, if you are a WAGS coach who also coaches an NCSL team and you would like to be matched up, you MUST use the WAGS Scheduling Request Form.  As soon as division structure is completed, work will begin on the WAGS scheduling.  If a request involving a WAGS team appears ONLY on the NCSL form, it will NOT be honored!!!

Coaches of Multiple Teams
Please read the WAGS Scheduling Request Form very carefully!!!
WAGS Sit Out Notification Form:  If your team, because of a soccer conflict, chooses not to participate this season, you MUST complete this form.  The Sit-Out Notification Form is due to the WAGS Office on or before Tuesday, January 19.
Team Sports Liaison Form:  This form MUST be filled out by each team and specifies who will be responsible for the spectator sidelines.  This person may not be the team coach.  This form must be returned to your Club Rep. DO NOT MAIL DIRECTLY TO THE WAGS OFFICE!!  This form is to be sent to your club rep no later than March 5th.
Team Contact Page: Teams will complete the Team Contact Form on line. Primary Contacts will have a WAGS Team Pin ID Number given to them by the Club Rep. If you are no longer the designated Primary Contact it is your responsibility to forward the information to appropriate individual.   PLEASE FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY.  WAGS will not be responsible for any information that is not correct.  If any information changes for your team, it is the responsibility of the team to update the data base immediately.  Failure to keep this update may result in your team not receiving important league information.  If your team does not yet have a pin number or has misplaced it, please contact your CLUB REP.  All Pin #’s change every season.
