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Welcome to the Washington Area Girls Soccer League (WAGS). Our goal is to provide incoming teams with information regarding timelines, deadlines, and contact information.
WAGS Rules and Important League Reminders can be found on the WAGS website at http://www.wagsl.com/League-Rules/index_E.html. The link is located on the left side of the web page. Please take time to read the Rules and Important League Reminders carefully; many questions that new teams have can be answered by review of these documents.
The WAGS Team Managers Manual will be distributed at the mandatory New Team Managers meeting. The manual contains guidance for completing forms and scheduling processes, and addresses a variety of other situations that may arise over the course of the season. It is always available on the WAGS website and is updated prior to the start of each season.
Important dates and deadlines can be located on the WAGS website by clicking on the Calendar link on the upper right corner of the page. The calendar includes dates for form submission, meetings and more. Please take a few minutes to review and note any dates that may require your action.

Forms that are due prior to the start of the upcoming season are as follows: Scheduling Request Form and Division Structure Request Form. These due dates are prior to the Mandatory New Managers Meeting. The TSL Form is due after the meeting.
Play dates. Teams are permitted to request one Saturday and one Sunday off during each season via the Scheduling Request Form.  Teams should be prepared to play every Saturday and Sunday during the league seasons (fall and spring) even after the schedule is released, with the exception of dates requested off on the Schedule Request Form.  If games are canceled for any reason, the games will be placed on the next available date for both teams.  Please remember that if your team makes plans after the initial schedule is released and a WAGS game is subsequently rescheduled on a date for which your team has made plans, you must be prepared to play on the rescheduled date. We are not able to accommodate requests for days off once the Schedule Request deadline has passed.
New teams coming off the waitlist/teams transferring from another league to WAGS must submit an updated roster to the WAGS office within 7 days of acceptance into the league. This roster must reflect the WAGS team name and number. Please contact your Club Rep with questions regarding team numbers.

If you are submitting a US Club Soccer roster rather than a USYS roster, your team must submit a roster prior to the deadline for submission of club forms. 
Teams transferring clubs, please refer to WAGS Rule D.8.
If you are a new team in the U12-U19 age groups, you please complete and submit a Division Structure Request Form (can be found on the web site) as well as a copy of the team roster and any additional information pertinent to the team’s placement within WAGS.

ALL SUBMITTED ROSTERS MUST BE APPROVED BY A WAGS LEAGUE REGISTRAR. 

All New WAGS Coaches and New TSLs, as well as Coaches of teams entering the league for the first time for the Fall or Spring seasons should plan to attend mandatory training. This training will take place in 2011 (winter).  Exact dates, times, and locations will be posted on the WAGS calendar when the details have been finalized.
